Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1.  The students will be asked to learn six different parts of a newspaper including the following:    Section A, Local News, Sports, Comics, Classifieds or Weather.  
2. On the whiteboard, the first website will be shared as well as the web address where this was found in order to bookmark this site on the student’s own computers.  
3. Students will refer to this document throughout the activity. 
4. We will talk about the different parts of a newspaper while the second website is application shared for all to see.  We will talk about the parts of the newspaper.  I will then have specific questions for one of each of the six sections of the newspaper loaded in its own break-out room.  Two or three students will be sent to a break-out room.   They will be given 15-20 minutes for this activity.
5. In the break-out room, student groups will find questions to answer that are specific to one of the six sections of the newspaper that we are reviewing.  When the questions are answered, the students will be returned to the main room for sharing and discussion time.



	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	      With this assignment, I left it very open-ended so students would be comfortable just finding a part of a newspaper he/she is interested in.  Whether it is weather, lifestyles or a headline story, that is completely up to each student.  For the assignment, each student will need to review an article and write an article like the one he/she reviewed.   Students will be allowed to present his/her homework during our next class or email the assignment to me ahead of time so I can present it for him/her.  


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will know students are engaged when I see them working in their break-out  groups.  I will hear their discussion and see their answers  to my questions by actively viewing each break-out room.  Since I will have to move from one room to another, students will not know when I will be coming.  Because of this, I will be able to really see if the students are actively engaged.  If students are working hard, their questions will be answered in the allotted time.
When I view the students found and written articles from a newspaper, it will tell me if they paid attention to the presentation.  Also, I will plan a fun activity for our next session in order to test them on what they learned from this lesson.  This will tell me if my lesson was effective and memorable.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  
If application share is working well on the day this lesson is taught, the lesson will be successful.  The use of the technology will determine the success of this lesson.  Also, when going into the break-out room, I found it difficult to load both the questions and the newspaper section.  The students will need to answer the questions in the chat and write them in Microsoft word on their own computer while having the right newspaper section loaded on the whiteboard.  It will be a good idea for each of the students to have a specific role in order to get this part of the plan completed in a timely matter.  I will recommend this to the students.

	This learning activity is the main part of an online lesson.  After doing this lesson, students will do the following:

1. Each group of students will have specific instructions and one of the following sections of the newspaper to explore:  Section A, Local News, Sports, Comics, Classifieds or Weather.  They will be given 15-20 minutes.
2. When all items are complete on this worksheet, they will return to the main room.  There will be a filler activity loaded on the main page during this time to minimize boredom while waiting for all groups.

3. When all students have returned to the main room, each team will present their findings.

4. An assignment will be given at the end of the session.  The students will need to have this assignment done and emailed to me before our next scheduled online class.  
5. During our next class, a will check for understanding and we will view many different types of newspapers so the students understand the flexibilities that are available with journalism.  
6. After this, students should understand how newspapers are put together, what sections are appropriate for a newspaper and should be able to start writing to make their own paper for COVA.
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
