Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	     Students will be asked to listen to song containing verb tenses that are previously taught and choose from the drop down menu the verb that is being spelled. Students have several choices and are deciding between imperfect tense and past tense using the song Michele. There are 17 blank spaces in the song for students to fill with the correct verb and form of the verb. I will show them how to do the cloze activity with a different song “Michele” that  also works on verb conjugation for the imperfect tense before they do theirs. The modeling of the cloze activity will take approximately 5 minutes each. Students will also need 4 minutes each to complete the activity, making a total of 12 and 9 minutes to evaluate one another and discuss their experiences (3 minutes on stage each).


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	     Students that have more difficulty will do the task later in the group, so that they receive extra modeling. The students that do well will lead the group in the second set of songs and lead in the group discussion and evaluation process and report back to the teacher.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	     Students will be actively engaged, I will hear lively instructions, students will report accurate information on the evaluation forms, students will score a 70% or higher on the cloze song activity. Students will be given the opportunity to redo the cloze exercise independently up to 3 times to earn a passing score.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

     It took me three and a half minutes to complete the cloze activity. I realized that the song goes quickly for students at this ability level. I decided students will need to hear the song one time as a group without completing the activity and then take turns completing the same activity to check for accuracy. I will show them how to do the cloze activity with a different song that also works on verb conjugation before they do theirs. The modeling of the cloze activity will take approximately 5 minutes each. Students will also need 4 minutes each to complete the activity, making a total of 12 and 9 minutes to evaluate one another and discuss their experiences (3 minutes on stage each). Students may need to repeat the exercise to receive a passing score. Students will be given the opportunity to redo independently and show me their scores. For students who are really struggling, a partial verb conjugation chart will be provided in the beginning and taken away as he or she develops mastery.

	     This integration plan fits with our French verb unit. I will be assessing how well students remember verb conjugation and the difference between past tense and imperfect tense, how well they interact with one another, participate, and complete the evaluation forms in French. Students will be encouraged to collaborate and help each other after a specific wait period. I want to assess individual and group learning with this interactive learning object. This learning object could also be used as a part of a formative assessment that evaluates students overall verb conjugation abilities.
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
