Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	
1. Together as a class we will focus on developing plot, character, and setting using a photograph to get our ideas flowing. I will put the painting Christmas Homecoming 1948 by Norman Rockwell on the whiteboard and ask students to take a few minutes to jot down any ideas, features, or details that they notice in the chat window. 

2. As students are brainstorming these ideas, I will be scribing their ideas into a chart with the following columns: character, setting, situation, vocabulary.

3. Then I will read aloud my example narrative that I have written while the students follow along on the whiteboard. 

4. Next I will ask students to choose one character from the painting after reading the painting's explanation about the different characters in the picture. They may write about the character's thoughts or actions, a story that preceded the picture, or what is going to happen next in the picture. Students should not describe the picture but rather create a narrative based on the events or characters in the picture.

5. After a few minutes of letting students write, I will ask if anyone is having trouble getting started. If so, I will the following questions on the board: What is your character's name? What did your character just say? What is your character thinking right now? What is your characters biggest problem right now? What is going to happen next with your character? I will ask students to answer these questions to start their paragraphs.

6. As students are writing, I will put the list that we made previously on the whiteboard for them to look at as they write.

7. At the end of class, I will encourage students to email me their writing for feedback, and to bring it to the next session!

	1. I will model this activity with the students first to help them understand the activity.

2. I will scribe their ideas into the different categories for students who may have difficulty categorizing their ideas.

3. Students will have the ability to choose their picture that they will write their own piece on.
