Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	“A Nation Remembers 9/11” is an interactive site that students will use to learn more about the Pentagon Memorial. First I will show the film clip on the site. Then students can access the virtual 360 degree tour of the memorial. They will be looking for where it is displayed on the Pentagon grounds, what specific design features it has, and how effective it is. This activity promotes discussion about what components are effective in this design, what moves viewers, and what makes a successful memorial.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

An open discussion of the Pentagon Memorial and its effectiveness engages critical thinking and communication skills.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

This learning activity will increase students’ knowledge of the 9/11 memorial at the Pentagon and design features that are included in effective memorials. By studying this memorial, students will see the on-going impact of that tragic day as part of their civic studies. 
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	All students will able to view the film clip. All students can engage in the virtual tour and discussion. If a student has trouble maneuvering the virtual trip, a buddy can assist. The discussion that follows will have easy and challenging questions to encourage reflection on different levels. 


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I expect to hear discussions between students about different memorials with such comments as “Why did you pick that one?” and “I think the water used in the memorial is reflecting our memories …...” I expect to see my students actively engaged in viewing the virtual tour and pointing out specific features to others. I expect to see interaction between students and ideas being shared.


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

I think the activity is timely, interesting and current. Many of our students have parents in the military and would have particular interest in this topic. The film takes 7 minutes and sets the scene of 9/11 at the Pentagon. The students then take approximately 7 minutes to do the virtual tour and share what they see and feel with each other. The class discussion about the Pentagon memorial, its features and emotional impact could last 15-20 minutes.

	This civic learning activity is part of a larger unit on the United States and the price of our freedom and our way of life. Other lessons in this unit would include our form of government, the expansion of our nation, and the wars we fought to achieve our place in the world. All these lessons would foster appreciation of the American spirit.
The culminating activity of comparing other memorials to the Pentagon memorial can have a myriad of final products depending on ability – writing a report, drawing a picture, creating a diorama, making a multi-media presentation.
