Flash will be needed on the computers for the Alphabet Organizer to run correctly.



Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Review definition of a verb. The pairs will brainstorm exciting verbs. Enter verbs into the Alphabet organizer. Select the option for entering only one word for each letter. Each pair of students will have 7 or 8 letters in the alphabet to brainstorm. Have the students enter their verbs from the letters assigned list in alphabetical order. Difficult letters for finding verbs will be limited to one or two per group. Letters will be assigned ahead of time, circled on a blank print out from the alphabet organizer and given to students after the learning object has been introduced (verb definition review.) Students will print their verbs from the Alphabet Organizer. Then we will get back together as a large group to fill out a class Alphabet Organizer with all the verbs. This lesson should take 1 class period of 45 minutes. With only 6 students this “should” be possible.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Students will show their creativeity with barinstorming their verbs in their pairs, finding one for each letter of the alphabet.  They wil communicate and collaborate with each other and in sharing with the whole group.

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Learning activity will expand their vocabulary,and they  will expand their understanding of verbs as a part of speech.  Lesson will strengthen their knowledge. Resource students need lots of practice with a skill presented in many ways and modalities.  


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	We will be working with the in pairs. I will be mentoring each group, to further their understanding of verbs. Each pair will be working at their own pace and at their own level with verbs, building on their vocabulary. 


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Students will share the verbs they entered into the Alphabet Organizer. We will discuss the verbs together. Students will start to use new verbs in speech and in their writing. 


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	 In doing the trial run and in considering my students this is how I think the lesson went. I reviewed the definition of verb with the students and they suggested a few words each as verbs to check their understanding. This took longer than anticipated, as my students have the concept some days and often loose it the next. The computers were already on and the Alphabet Organizer was on the screens.  Students were paired up with my direction. I paired a stronger student with another who is having a harder time understanding the concept. I had a list with one verb for each letter the students can use as an example. Students had to find another verb, one that wasn’t on the overused list (if possible).I spelled l words for the students when they asked and I put these up on the board. I wanted to remove Spelling as a component for this lesson. Then we got back together as a whole group and entered everyone’s verbs into the Alphabet Organizer and printed a complete chart.
Considerations:  Special needs students need additional time to process learning. Brainstorming sessions are slow to start. I had to work closely with 2 of the groups to keep them on task and talking about different verbs that start with different letters.  The students enjoyed printing and sharing their verbs which took longer than I thought it would.

The end product for this lesson will be for each student to have an Action Alphabet book of verbs, with each verb used correctly in a sentence.  Students will set up their books with a verb on each page (at least one verb for each letter). The students will illustrate each verb using images from searches on the computer, magazine pictures or pictures they draw. Students will compile their books and fasten them together with staples. The student will need a computer 1 for 2 kids, paper, stapler, crayons; ability to print, Teacher will have access to a white board to help with spelling.

Following this lesson the students will be working with noun/verb agreement, work on writing conventions, spelling and using stronger verbs and descriptions in their writing.
