	1.  Students will open the web page to the interactive activity.
2. Students will move through the activity, step-by-step. They will be evaluating the poster(s) and answering the questions associated with the activity. 
3. When students have completed the activity, they will proofread/print the page.  Students will also be required to include a link to the poster they chose.  (Students can also copy and paste the document into a word document program.)
4. Students will need to scan the page and e-mail it to me or fax it.  (include link to poster)
5. Each student will be given another classmate’s activity to read and leave a response on the Discussion Board.  (Suggestions for comments will be included on the db.) 
6. This lesson will take two class periods—one period to complete the written part of the assignment and one period to respond on the Discussion Board.

Students will use critical thinking and analysis skills when evaluating the art of persuasion.  Students will also observe each other’s work and communicate through internet discussion.

Persuasion is an essential element in many of our writing activities in the language arts and social studies curriculums.  Students can recognize the difference between persuasion and propaganda/opinion.

	Some students may need help navigating the poster sites. Through a webcam, we could communicate any questions the student might have.   I will also set a time when I can be available on Instant Messenger to students who need extra help with this activity.  Directions and examples of acceptable discussions for will be posted on the Discussion Board--modeling appropriate comments.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will check my e-mail and pay attention to how many students might need assistance through Instant Messenger.  I might need to add more information to my instructions.  I will also use the discussion board and respond to messages from students.  I can use the discussion board to see if some students will require an extension of this activity.
