	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	· Students will learn the three major forms of business organization: sole proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations. They will investigate by using the website- http://www.econedlink.org/lessons/index.php?lesson=533&page=student.

· Students will take notes and write all of their findings in Google Docs that all of the group will have access to the notes that they can then make notations of each members findings. From the notes the students will be able to answer all questions that are asked of why they would choose a type of organization.
· After learning the pros and cons of each business organization the student will then be able to determine which organization is best for their business plan.-

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (Creativity and Innovation, Critical Thinking and Problem Solving, Communication and Collaboration).

The student will be working in groups of three that they will be researching different type of business ownership. They will then be given a business that they will have to decide what type of ownership they would recommend for it. This involves critical thinking that they need to support their recommendations. This project is all about collaborations, 

21st Century learning is taking place that the groups are all collaborating through Google Docs and presenting with Flip Technology.

The research that they have with the lesson on econedlink does a great job introducing three different businesses that have different types of business ownership. The business information is current and has a history. This gives the students a foundation in which to build for when they create their own business plan.
