	When I pair up students, I will choose the partners to ensure that everyone is able to complete the activity and provide feedback that is appropriate for their learning level.  This will result in oral responses and discussions that will help all students retain the new information.  


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	During partner sharing, I will check for student understanding by listening for the scientific terms and descriptions being introduced.  I want to hear if students are correctly matching each term with the correct description.  I will also listen to see if students are able to communicate their own friendly definition of the life cycle stages.   Students will also pair up to develop any questions they want answered by the class.  Students should be able to correctly answer questions posed by other classmates.  Students may also refer to the online resource to aid in answering questions.

This printable teacher sheet, from a ReadWriteThink lesson, provides a list of informational books about butterflies, from authors including Victoria Parker, Deborah Heiligman, Karen Wallace and more.  I plan to use this offline resource to supplement my classroom library with a list of informational books about butterflies.   These books may be shared during regular story time to build background knowledge and ensure student understanding of the topic.  This will be the opening activity to the life cycle of the butterfly.  
The students will then review the above online resource.  Students should have a visual and description of each life cycle stage along with the correct scientific term.  
A Life Cycle coloring page is available at (http://www.thebutterflysite.com/22-butterfly-coloring-pages.html ).  For the coloring activities, students may work independently at their desk utilizing the appropriate materials and following teacher directions.  Students will be able to express themselves creatively while designing their own butterfly on the coloring page.  This activity will aid in student understanding and retention of the material.
The students will also complete leveled writing activities to demonstrate understanding.  I plan to challenge my advanced students by having them describe the life cycle of the butterfly using multiple descriptive sentences (four-six) utilizing the correct scientific terms (on the student’s coloring page) along with color, size words and prepositional phrases.  My on-level group will complete this same activity.  However, they will only be required to write two-three descriptive sentences.  My intensive students will still complete all life cycle activities.  Their writing project will include labeling each portion of the life cycle to create a diagram.    
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
