	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will access the learning object via a bookmark in favorites for the RWT website.  Students will use knowledge gained from reading their texts, note catcher, and graphic organizer to think critically about the character development of the main character.  They will create a character trading card to better understand how an author creates a person’s characteristics as well as story elements.

Students will further develop 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills by using technology as a scaffold to further their understanding of literary and story elements, and support students’ understanding about creativity, rich vocabulary, and thoughtfulness an author employees to convey meaning.

Students will be engaged in an activity designed to strengthen their skills in the core content area of Literacy.

	I will differentiate this activity by pairing below GL readers with their reading partner (each student 1-2 levels above or below the other) to support comprehension and reading strategies.  Reading partners act as coaches.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Students will be engaged and excited as I model the activity.  Students will be active listeners and verbally share ideas and be able to support their ideas from the text.  As I circulate the classroom during independent work, I will observe their responses to prompts from the activity, I will ask students to verbally support their responses when asked why they entered the information they did, and will have each student print his/her character card for assessment to assess whether or not they can identify specific elements of their text.   (All but 3 students are using self-selected texts).

	This lesson fits into a unit ending with a published book report that will be graded using a third-grade district book report rubric.  This activity is a scaffold to understand literary elements of a story.  Students must be able summarize text; including fiction and non-fiction text.  Students must be able to identify and record story grammar/elements.

The writing of the book report will be considered a second activity.
