	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Students will play this interactive game to increase their speed and accuracy on multiplication facts.
Students will work in pairs and match numbers and multiplication facts on the concentration board in  to practice their multiples.

This learning activity will increase my students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.  Creatively it will enhance their ability to learn their facts using this interactive activity and at the same time increasing their computer skills.

Yes, this activity will support the students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in the core subject area of math.  Students will increase their ability to compute multiplication facts and be able to apply those facts to compute division in the next unit of study.  Students will become proficient with their multiplication facts and make the connection of the inverse operation of division.

     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	· Concentration has 2 levels of difficulty:  a clear pane mode or a closed window mode.  Students who need more of a challenge can use the closed window mode.

· I will provide one-on-one assistance to students who need help learning their facts or manipulating the computer.   
· Students who need extra support may use a multiplication chart during this activity.
     


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	 As the students are playing the games, I will circulate around the computer lab, observing the students and discussing their progress.  I will look for students playing the games strategically, choosing the factors for the numbers chosen, and not just randomly choosing windows.  This will indicate which students are learning their facts and not just guessing.

	Considerations:  

I believe that the expectations are realistic.  Teacher assessment of students’ understanding of multiplication facts will be critical for the success of this activity.  Time will always be a factor.  This activity could easily be expanded depending on the learners in the classroom.
It took me about 5 minutes to play one game; my students will need around 7-10minutes.

	This activity fits nicely into my math curriculum for the year.  I am always struggling to get the students to learn their multiplication facts.  We work on them daily, but some just don’t seem to learn them.  By using the interactive web site, students will be able to expand and enhance their learning of the multiplication facts.  The visual support and repetition of skills will allow them to transfer their learning and meaning into their math.  This activity will also help them understand the inverse operation of division and how their understanding of multiplication will inadvertently help them with division.
