Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Before students complete the learning activity, I will use the projector to model how to access the activity from my classroom web page.  I will also model how to begin the activity and give directions on completing the teacher made word sort page using the student created word bank.

Students will work on the activity during a 20 minute literacy center.  Students will pick one of the six word families to construct words for at a time.  After successfully constructing the required number of words, students will use the word bank in the program to write the word family words on the teacher made word sort page.  Students will complete as much of the activity as they can.  Unfinished word families will be continued during the next day’s literacy center.   Students will read the word sort page to the teacher and/or other students.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Yes – Students will be solving a problem to complete the word families with a variety of choices/options.  They will then communicate their responses with the teacher and fellow students.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Yes – we have been learning a variety of word families and vowel sounds to increase phonemic awareness/manipulation.  This activity will reinforce and review these skills to improve our reading skills.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Students will be able to complete the activity at an individual pace.  Some students may be able to finish in one session.  Others may take longer.  Students who need additional support will work with a parent/grandparent volunteer or another student to complete the activity.  Once students have completed this activity, they may move on to another literacy activity on the computer selected by me.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will expect to see all students following the expectations for using the computers.  Students will work quietly on their own assignment.  If help is needed, students will quietly ask for help from the volunteer or another student at the literacy center.  I will expect to see a completed word sort page from each student before he/she may move on to the next computer literacy activity.


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  Every student enjoyed this activity.  Most students were able to finish the entire activity within the 20 minute center.  For this time of the school year, the activity was easily accomplished by almost all students.  Only three required assistance.  I will do this activity earlier in the school year next year.  I will include a section on the teacher created word sort page for students to choose a word from each word family to illustrate or write a sentence about to extend the lesson.

	Throughout the year we complete many different lessons in the classroom on word families to increase the students’ reading and spelling skills.  This lesson is another exciting way to enhance these skills.  The students enjoy the interactive sight on the computer and can practice the skills being taught in the classroom in this way.  I will need to build a resource list of many different interactive sites such as this one to continue the practice of all word families, not just the six provided on this site.
