Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Students will be asked to read four different articles on downloading music from the Internet. As students are reading each one, they will use the provided electronic notepad to record the main idea of each article and three supporting details. These will be printed out and turned in at the end of the activity. Students will also be asked to write an essay explaining if it right or wrong to download music from the internet.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

This activity asks students to think about a both legal and moral dilemma that they are faced with constantly. They will be asked to compare several different viewpoints on the topic and in the end tell their opinion. Through all this, they will also be using an electronic notepad. For many, this will be the first time they have ever used such a device on a computer. This will greatly enhance the engagement of students in the learning process. 



	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

The activity will support core learning by focusing on the identification of the main idea of the four articles. They will also be reading non-fiction with a specific purpose. This skill should translate to many of the other core subject areas like Social Studies and Science. 




	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	For the lower level learners:

1. Students will read two of the four articles. 

2. Students will participate in a classroom discussion about the essential question before writing the essay.

For the higher level learners:

1. Students will be asked to extend their thinking when writing the essay by comparing the moral dilemma of downloading music to another similar moral dilemma. 




	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	1. Students will most likely have side conversations about the material they are reading. Some of these may be teacher initiated.

2. Students may also ask the teacher to look over their notes before submitting them.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

1. Some of the articles are on the lengthy side. Make sure that students have enough time to read the articles.

2. There may be a few words that lower level learners will not understand. A quick vocabulary activity might help struggling readers.

3. The virtual notebook will engage students. 

4. Another aspect that could be added to this reading is a class debate. Students could choose sides and use their supporting details to discuss the issue of downloading music. 




Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	This activity will be a great addition to lessons where students are learning how to identify the main idea. Currently, this is one of the areas of greatest concern in my classroom. Early on in the semester, we do lot of reading about technology and the future. This would be an excellent time to bring in this lesson.

Honestly, I do not think this lesson needs to be integrated into any lesson in particular. It really could stand on it's own for a one or two day lesson. Much of the reading that takes place in my English classes is fiction, so a lesson based on non-fiction writing that is also engaging will be a great lesson. 

Like I said earlier, there are several other options that could be added to this activity. One could be a vocabulary component. Another could be a debate over the issue. This would be a fun activity as students will have some good background knowledge and will be able to use their notes as a resource.
