I will use “the printing section” from the book School of this resource on the creative process of publishing children’s books from the creative process to the publishing process. This section shows the 12 page spread of a book as part of the printing process.  I will show the students the site and explain how the pages are printed on a large piece (or pieces) of paper and then folded and cut.  I will make copies of the pages and show how they are folded and cut.  I will show an actual sample from a publishing house.  Each student will then receive a small 8 page “spread” that they can color, fold and cut

Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Students will observe the printing portion of the “Page by Page” and the teacher will explain how several pages are placed on one large sheet of paper.  Teacher will demonstrate with a copy or sample from a printing company how the sheet is folded and cut.  Students will then fold and cut their own “mini” versions of a printing sheet (created by teacher).  Students will have a “mini book” to take home.

Students will create their own mini book which will involve creativity and innovation.  They will fold the pages in the manner of a printers spread involving critical thinking and problem solving.  They will work together in small groups involving communication and collaboration.
