	In groups, students will be given a paragraph describing  real-life situations and answer questions to help create a class presentation about the situation including the result, consequences, and their advice on how the situation could have been avoided or resolved. This will probably take two class periods of 55 min. to complete with student presentations of about 5 min. each as directed in the worksheets.

Students are going to be exposed to online social networking whether on the cell phone or computer. Using technologies wisely and safely will be important.
