	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	With a partner, students will read online about the daily life in Spain.  Then they will read online about the daily life in Mexico.  Finally, students will compare and contrast daily life in Mexico and Spain learned from the online resources and record their information on a Venn Diagram.

Yes, it will support 21st century Learning and Innovation Skills since the students will be using critical thinking skills to compare and contrast life in Mexico and Spain.

	Considerations:  

I think this learning activity gives the students a snapshot of two daily life situations.  I thought the daily life in Spain was more user friendly.  The daily life in Mexico was second hand reporting and so harder to get a grasp on exact details.  I found it hard to find many things in common on the Venn Diagram overlap section.  I'm interested to find what students think are the commonalities.   I didn't draw pictures on my Venn Diagram, but I will plan on reminding students that they can add pictures on their Venn Diagrams as another way to record information.   I expect students to complete their Venn Diagram in one 40 minute class period.

	This learning activity will be an opportunity for students to increase their knowledge about cultures where Spanish is spoken.  It will integrate quite easily into a cultural lesson about Spain and Mexico.  It can also be used during Hispanic Heritage Month (Sept. 15 - Oct. 15) so that students can learn about the cultures that impact Hispanic Americans.   Finally, this learning activity could be connected to a historical unit on Spanish conquistadors / explorers as it relates to New Spain (modern day Mexico) and Spain.
