	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	After having been formally introduced to the Day of the Dead holiday celebrated in Mexico, the students will log into the website and work their way through the activity.  At the end of the activity the students will create their own altar and then submit what they created.  I will include a cloze assessment that the students must fill out by surfing through the information in the learning object.

Crossing cultural boundaries via the internet and completing an activity that involves their own lives but through the culture of another country.

The students are crossing into a culture in a personal way that allows them to be culturally sensitive to a demographic they most likely come into contact with daily as well as an entire nation to the south of the United States.     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Those students who are more auditory learners, I will suggest they have a parent read through the activity with them.  
Those students who are more kinesthetic, I will have them build their memorial at home before completing their altar online.

The activity allows for the visual learner to excel.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Once the students have completed their alters, I will have them complete a T-chart to compare how they view death versus what the understanding they have gained about Day of the Dead and how death is viewed in the Mexican culture.   Upon completion the students will be asked to complete a survey to assess how useful this learning object combined with the supplemental tools were in creating a sense of crossing boundaries and finding common ground with the Mexican culture.

	In my classes, I focus on what my students need to know to be able to communicate with a native speaker.  Culture is such an important part of that because the students need to have a strong sense of the socio-linguistics that coincides with knowing a language.  Day of the Dead can be a shocking view into the culture for language Spanish language learners and because of that, very impactful.  This activity fits into the Readiness Unit under the topic of Los dias festivos.  In that topic, the students focus on building vocabulary including but not limited to the months, the days of the week, the seasons, the weather, what is celebrated, how it is celebrated, and who does the celebrating.  This activity is an active and interesting way to give my students a sense of a world bigger than themselves and the people in it.
