Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1. Using the projector, I will give a brief tutorial on how to navigate the site.

2. Students will get into partners and access Freedom Charters from the hyperlink I have on our school webpage.  They will enter the Declaration of Independence site and will be given an opportunity to explore important paintings of the signers (they can see how they looked, period clothing, etc.), pictures of the actual document (front and back), and visit the National Archives where the original is housed.
3. After a brief discussion, the students can decide whether or not they would have signed and then enter the Join the Signers of the Declaration site.  Here they choose the printer for use and the quill they would have used.  It will enter their name on document and print.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

This activity will support the 21st Century Skill by understanding the decisions made by the founding fathers and how they had to collaborate.  This will help them decide whether or not they agreed and would join them.

The information gained will later support our study of The United States Constitution and the 3 branches of the government.

	 I will partner the students with needs in mind.  I will also be able to strategically place my parent helpers with certain partners.

	Considerations:  
With quick simple instructions, most children will be able to navigate the site pretty easily.  I think within 30 minutes the students could not only get the Declaration signed, but also do some surfing through the site.  The students could also get on one of my four (4) classroom computers during free time and use the Charters of Freedom website as an additional option.
