	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	· Students will generate background knowledge  for concept of storytelling

· Pass out netbooks

· Students will break up into groups of 5.  Students will be assigned one of the stories on the site.
· Students will be asked to listen to an assigned story and answer some questions on a shared google doc.  Questions will be similar to the following: Subject of story?  Length? What makes it interesting to listen to?  Why would you consider this story important?  How does this story help contribute to history?  In what style would you say this story is told?  How did the story start and end?  What techniques/strategies would you consider using for your own story?  What topics in your life are worthy of storytelling?
· Debrief as a class to find commonalities.

· Estimated time frame: 45 minutes

	As we debrief in the class, common components of the story will emerge.  Hopefully I will hear students collaborating and discussing the stories they are listening too.  I hope to see them working together to answer the questions assigned.  Students will also integrate those components into their own stories as the unit progresses.

	This will be part of a bigger unit on documentaries.  It will fall towards the beginning of the unit. We’ll begin with a short story related to the student’s heritage and then grow the stories, and writing to include film about globalization in their community.  Expectations for writing and filming will gradually increase throughout the 2 month unit.  The goal is to effectively be able to communicate a message and use music, natural sound and narration to pull on the heart strings or make a person feel like a participant, rather than a viewer.
