Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Ask students what they think of when they hear the word "ritual." Accept all responses. Ask if anyone has attended a ritual. Again, accept all responses. Then, explain that they will be examining rituals that occur on holidays. Students will then watch the BrainPop video. Students will then be placed into groups to discuss the following questions: What is a ritual? Do you think the event described in this story was a ritual? Why? What do these rituals have in common? The class will come back together to share. I will record the discussion on chart paper. Explain the characteristics of a ritual.  

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.
Students will communicate with groups to develop an understanding of rituals.

	Students who struggle with technology will be paired up with another student for help. When they are working in groups the student who is recording will be the leader of the group. This will help the lower students and increase the knowledge of those that are higher.

	Students will be able to discuss in groups modern rituals and share out with the whole class. Rituals such as marriages, funerals birthday parties. They should be able to explain what a ritual is.
