Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will use the Internet to research three careers of interest and locate the information to fill out the four areas (basic description; education requirements; necessary skills, and other interesting details) in the note-taking form.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (Creativity and Innovation, Critical Thinking and Problem Solving, Communication and Collaboration).

1. The students locate relevant information about three career choices from Internet sources, such as Occupational Outlook Handbook 2010-2011;the to fill in the note-taking form. 

2. The students will then synthesize that information from their notes to create an information blog about the one career that will best fit their dream lifestyle. The information retreived on the form should supply them with enough information to use critical thinking skills and problem solving skills to make an informed decision about the best occupational choice out of the three sets of notes.



	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information or reinforce concepts in core content areas.

This information will support their research, note-taking, writing, and communication skills. 
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	For students who are having trouble finding the information; I will be monitoring and helping those students.

For some students I will write out questions to direct them on what information is needed to fill out the form.

An example of such questions would be: What courses do you need to take in high school to prepare for this career?




	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Students will be able to transfer the information from the note-taking form and synthesize the knowledge gained by creating a blog entry in their own words about their career, telling why that career choice is a good one for them. 

The teacher will be able to assess the effectiveness of the learning tool by monitoring as students are working. The teacher will see students research careers of interest on the computer screens and observe students writing information on the form about the careers, the education needed for the careers, the skills needed for the careers, and information about salary and or locations. 

The teacher should expect to hear excited chatter with other students around them as they learn what skills are needed for each career and the possible salaries.

	The overall unit is combined with the curriculum from Career Choices where students create a 10 year plan for their life as a goal to work towards in the future. In this plan, they must determine a career choice that best fits their goals and dreams for their life. This provides them with a plan for their education and will help them choose the appropriate classes in high school to take to work towards their post-graduate plans. The note-taking learning objective is just one part of a lesson; the second part involves the students applying the synthesized information into a blog on the class website. The students will read and respond to each other’s career choice information.
