Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	This particular learning object is a worksheet that can be used to summarize and analyze numerous varieties of documents and articles.

1. Students will self choose a partner, with the direction that they must work with someone in the class they have not paired with before on previous projects.  I will then ask them move to sit with their partner at their computer.
2. I will give students parameters for the use of the object, including the need to use the internet and their favorite search engine. 

3. We will then brainstorm, on the whiteboard, some possible key words to focus on during their search that could get them information about eating disorders. 

4. After brainstorming, I will demonstrate the use of 1 or 2 of the words from the generated list using my laptop and LCD projector.  I will also remind them to write their names and the title of their article on the whiteboard so that no two groups complete their worksheet using the same resource.  If they have a question about duplication, they should go “view” the article another group is working with to make sure it is not the same as the one they were planning to use.  At this time, we will also determine a publication date cut off so that articles are providing current information.
5. I will open another window on my laptop and go to the site to show students how to reach the desired worksheet / learning object. The web address for the learning object will be posted on the white board for students to copy down so it will be available when they move to the computers. 
6.  Once the worksheet is opened, I will again demonstrate, using the laptop & LCD projector, the techniques used in order to fill in the worksheet online.

7. This demonstration will also let the students know that they cannot save any changes made to the document – it must be completed and printed in one setting.  (Depending upon the reliability and speed of the internet, an alternative to completing the learning object worksheet online would be to have downloaded and printed the non-pdf version of the worksheet from the EdSitement lesson page prior to the start of class.  By doing this,  copies are available if needed.  This printed version also might be easier for students on IEP’s to use instead of needing to change from the web article window to the worksheet window on their computer desktop.)
8. Students will be asked to use the learning object as a tool to evaluate the internet articles they located relating to eating disorders.  The object worksheet will be used to summarize the information located in the researched document, as well as to evaluate its validity and reliability.
9. Upon completion of the research, students will use their worksheets as discussion notes to share their findings with the entire class.  We will use previously reviewed internet site evaluation criteria to determine the probable accuracy of information acquired from each site.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.

· This activity involves creativity and innovation through the use of the selected worksheet (object) to the eventual creation of a Public Service Announcement

· It involves critical thinking and problem solving because of the analysis of researched material (through the use of the object worksheet) that must be made in order to create the end product (PSA)

·  Communication and collaboration are also included during the completion of the object worksheet and also due to the nature of the media used to deliver the message (PSA).  

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.

· This learning activity fits the “current” criteria through the use of internet research.

· Students and teacher together, will determine the “cut off” date for article publication in order to guarantee the use of the most recent findings in the topic area.
· Accuracy is insured through the use of the object worksheet to evaluate and insure the validity of the article. This will also be validated through the discussion described in step 9 above, while using the completed worksheets as discussion notes.


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	· Differentiation will occur with the length and complexity of the articles selected by the students.  I will assist students in choosing articles that are not too hard, nor too easy for their ability.

· The writing expectations on the completed worksheet will also allow for differentiation.

· Lower level students will be allowed to use bullets and phrases in the completion of their worksheet with content being at the knowledge level

· Higher achieving students will be expected to use complete sentences when filling in their worksheet with content of answers including evaluation of material read and synthesizing information into personal conclusions.



	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	· While circulating around the room, I will expect students to be on task and on an appropriate web site.

· I also expect to hear comments from student groups as they discuss their findings.

·  I would also hope to hear and see some conclusions and associations being made as a result of their research.
