Students will have already completed a vocabulary lesson on the following terms:  globalization, producers, consumers, fair trade, capital, market, cash crops, tariffs, subsidize, advocate, opponent, monopoly, foreign, and domestic.  Students will then be given the URL for the interactive activity online.



Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will try their skill at purchasing coffee beans in the simulation online.  After concluding the online activity students will list the pros and cons of “fair trade” for the different individuals along the coffee chain.  Students will then choose “fair trade” or “free market” as their preference if they were a coffee retailer and state why.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.

The activity requires students to make decisions regarding “fair trade” in a simulation.  Students will experience the advantages and disadvantages for the different people involved in the coffee chain:  growers, traders, shippers, roasters, retailers, and consumers.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.

Students will understand that we are a global economy and that trade is regulated differently by different governments around the world.  Students will use reasoning and evidence to determine advantages and disadvantages of “fair trade”.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Students who have difficulty analyzing the material can team with a student and choose the amounts to allocate to each group involved in the coffee chain.  All students can participate in the online simulation.  Advanced students can supplement the activity with additional information from the “Related Features” section.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will read their findings after the simulation.  I will check to see if students were able to come to a decisive conclusion and back their choices with facts and theories.
