Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	1.  Students will look at photographs from the Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration camps or death camps. 
2.  After observing the picture, students will be required to construct a statement using one of four types of figurative language (simile, metaphor, personification, or hyperbole) to SHOW (not tell) the reader what is represented in the picture.
3.  Students will be required to use each type of figurative language at least two times, so students will need to write a statement that related to at least eight of the seventeen photographs on this website.
4.  After all pictures have been shown and the students have crafted their individual responses, they will need to collaborate with their group and determine the four best examples of these types of figurative language.

5.  Students will then share in some form the four top choices of the group.  (Possible formats include poster, power point, or simply writing on the white board)

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.

Students will use communication skills when constructing their figurative language statements and also when collaborating with the group to determine the top four statements.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.
This activity promotes written communication skills and helps the student develop the skill of showing versus telling in their writing.  It also assists with the identification, interpretation, and construction of specific types of figurative language.

	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	The instructor will circulate the room to ensure students are on task and comprehending what is required for the task.  I should hear the students creating a dialogue about the pictures, making notes of the objects photographed, the light used, the scenery, and possibly the colors in the picture.  Students should be talking about their observations and creating the language statements from those observations.  


Part 5 – Consider the bigger picture

	Students will already know a definition of each example of figurative language and have interpreted several examples of previously constructed statements.  Each example of figurative language will have been previously taught.
In the reading of the novel The Devil’s Arithmetic students will encounter many characters that experience the horrific events of the Holocaust.  This task is multilayered in that it gives the students some visual images to associate with life in the concentration camp, and it also provides them with the opportunity to experiment with language to make their individual writing stronger.  Eventually students will be writing an expository essay on a topic that is related to the topic or theme of the Holocaust.  This activity is intended to bring strength to their writing by providing them with practice of using figurative language within their own formal writing.
