Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Teacher will guide student through the first two exercises and then the student will work independently as much as possible on the remaining five idioms. The student will look at a literal picture of an idiom.  He or she will select the appropriate idiom from a pull-down menu.  Then, he or she will write what the idiom really means.  Finally, he or she will write a sentence using the idiom on his own and then print it out. 

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

This activity will help the student realize that many of our English phrases are idioms which do not mean what the literal translation of the words would seem to mean.  This will help with communication, especially in listening to academic and social conversation.

  The student will start to learn the meanings of idioms and be able to use them in writing or speaking.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	I teach one to one so this activity will be directed just to the student’s needs.  Additional examples of idioms will be available on posters to review before the interactive activity starts.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	While the student is working I will observe if the student is laughing at the silly pictures. We will probably have to talk about the metaphorical meaning. Also, many other languages have idioms and some almost translate directly such as “a frog in the throat”.
I will consciously use idioms in daily conversation and point out idioms when we run across them in novels or written work.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  Being able to complete this activity will depend on the student’s level of English.
  It took the teacher only five minutes but it will probably take about twenty minutes for a student---and it also depends on the student’s keyboarding skills.

	The purpose of working with idioms is so the student will realize that English speakers use a lot of them and that the literal meaning is almost useless to figuring out the metaphorical meaning.  This is an advanced skill for ELL students but learning a few at a time will help make is less overwhelming. I will be able to see if the student can use the idioms correctly when I check the printed version of the work.  This activity could be used any time an idiom comes up in reading or speaking.  I plan to use it during a novel unit which has quite a few idioms in it.  This is for intermediate and advanced ELL learners.
