	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will read the selected story. I will choose  which story element to focus to on during lesson: character, setting, conflict, or resolution. Stduents will focus on one story element at a time. They will discuss given questions and decide on a group response. Students will enter their responses and print out their completed analysis of reading.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.

1. Students will begin reading 1st and 2nd chapters of group novel

2. Students will access learning object Story Mapping on web
3. Students wil choose Character and Setting tabs. They will discuss and answer questions related to those elements and record their responses by typing them in using the floating keyboard option on the Promethean Board.

4. Students will print our their responses.

5. Class will share Character and Setting attributes of their novels and make predictions about what their books will be about.

6. As students progress through their reading they will discuss and answer questions related  to the conflict and resolution of their different books.

Using this learning object will help students improve their reading comprehension by thinking critically about main story elements. Students will engage in cooperative learning by coming to an agreement of what their response will be as they answer the questions provided on the website.


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Whole group practice of the skill along with think alouds  and discussion will help support students.  Students in small groups will discuss their answers and decide on one they all agree on. Student will assigned roles in their groups based on their strengths

	I will look for meaningful discussion regarding the responses to the questions from the learning object and a print out of their responses will be evaluated.
