	Notes:  Each student will have their own stuffed animal to “mummify” as they follow along with the process.  We should have a parent helper that day to help with the wrapping. Students tend to have trouble holding and wrapping at the same time.



Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Student will look at the process of mummifying a body based on the Ancient Egypt web site.  They will act out the process step by step with their own stuffed animals in a pretend mummification.   They will use toilet paper to wrap their mummy and place it in a coffin shoe box that has been previously “sandstoned”.  Paper Canopic jars are provided and children can add protective amulets in the form of beads and sequins to their mummy. 


	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.  Critical thinking and problem solving will take place with the students during this activity as we will discuss the hows and whys of the process.   They will relate what they know about the human body (specifically what the heart does vs what the brain does) with the Ancient Egyptian beliefs of weighing the heart to determine the balance of good a person did in their life.  We will also probably enter a minor discussion relating to beliefs about afterlives as the whole mummification process is done for that purpose.  The students will have to do some problem solving when wrapping their mummy based on the various shapes of the stuffed animals.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.  The British museum provides a child friendly description of the mummification process as done by the Ancient Egyptians.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	I will differentiate through the questioning process.  I will also help read the language on the site because several of my students would not be able to read the words on their own.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will expect continued conversations about mummies and to hear from parents about the activity as the children share about their day at school.  Mummies tend to be a hot topic among first graders.  I am careful to make sure they fully understand that mummies can not come back to life—this time of year it is especially important to state this fact over and over again.  


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  It is best to have a stuffed animal that has larger legs and arms.  I will need to show the kids how to fold the toilet paper to fit around the smaller parts of the animals.  The kids will be especially curious about removing the brain through the nose and may want to have some discussion at this point.  



Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	Describe how this learning activity fits within a lesson or unit plan to meet objectives that will be assessed.  The lesson fits within the Ancient Egypt Core unit for first graders.  Mummies are a common point of knowledge for many people when thinking about Ancient Egypt and this will allow the children to have a more informed knowledge of Egyptian Mummies.  The concept of afterlife will come into play with this unit and we will see it again in the religion unit.  The foundational concepts of civilization, thriving, and governance will follow through many of the Core units.

	 We will also collectively write a formatted paragraph about the process.  I expect all of the students to be able to help with the writing process and to be able to reassemble the paragraph once we are done and cut it into the component parts.  This is the main assessment of this project.
