Walk around and check on students’ progress, help as needed.

Students will work with interactive site to learn about the picture’s symbols.

To evaluate student’s understanding of Norman Rockwell’s use of symbols they will take online review and print their results.
The students will have one class period to complete the interactive activity.

Steps

1. Students will access URL.

2. Students will put their first name, last name, and period in the space provided for their name.

3. Students will select “Next” and go to the screen with the picture of Norman Rockwell’s painting. Here they will move their cursor over the painting to find a highlighted area (white pop-up with writing) and click on the area to learn what this part of the picture symbolizes.

4. Students will need to find 14 highlighted areas.

5. After students select a highlighted area they will be able to type notes about what the object symbolizes and answer questions by clicking on the tabs labeled “Notes” and “Questions” on the right side of the information box.

6. Once all 14 objects have been identified students may review their notes before proceeding to the “Review of Knowledge” section.

7. Students will read the questions and click on the object in the picture that will answer the question. Some questions have multiple answers. Once they have finished the “Review of Knowledge” section they will select “fFnish” to print their work.  

8. Students will select  “Step 2” to print their work. 

9. Students will turn in the printed results of the activity.

Time: the activity will take 1 class period in the computer lab to complete.

Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1. Students will be asked to access the URL and use the interactive tool to learn about how Rockwell used symbolism to communicate visually. 
2. Students will move the cursor over different objects in the picture and learn what the (14) objects symbolize.

3. Students will take notes and answer questions in the interactive environment. (14 highlighted objects)

4. Students will next take the review/quiz to test their understanding and comprehension of the symbols Rockwell used in this painting. 

5. Students will print a copy of the results of their review/quiz.


	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Students will need to think critically to identify the symbols and understand how the artist used them to reinforce the meaning of the picture. Students will learn how visual artists use symbols to communicate ideas that do not rely on words.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

The students will learn about one of their Constitutional rights—freedom of speech. (21st Century core: Civic Literacy).

The First Amendment’s freedom of speech and town meetings remain a part of the democratic process and are as much a part of life today as in 1943 when Norman Rockwell painted this picture.  In the unit, students will learn about how Rockwell used symbolism to illustrate this freedom and learn about this and other Constitutional rights.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	The activity is self-paced so students who need more time may take more time. Students will receive help individually as needed. Students who have accessed the site will help others as needed to get to the site. Students who have completed the activity will help others who need help to complete the activity in one class period. Students who do not complete the activity will not be penalized provided they were working during their time in the lab.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will expect to see and to hear students sharing information about what they are learning, what the correct answers are, and how they knew what the symbol meant. They may laugh about the repeated use of ears as a symbol. 


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	When exploring the integration activity I observed some things that it would be helpful for the students to know—for example, there are 14 highlighted items in the picture for them to find and read about. I also thought it would be a good idea to have each student put their classroom period next to their names to make it easier to keep track of papers. Some students will probably fly through it and have extra time while others will struggle to complete it in one class period. Having students who finish early help others should help.


Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	Describe how this learning activity fits within a lesson or unit plan to meet objectives that will be assessed.

NOTE: Information about additional learning activities or materials that will be used to complement this learning activity may be included.

	The lesson is an introduction to the use of symbols to communicate visually. This part of the lesson provides students with one example of how an artist used symbols to communicate. This activity provides an introduction for a unit on art and symbolism. In the unit students will need to create their own art work and use symbols in a manner similar to Norman Rockwell. The Internet site provides students with an example that will help them to use symbols to visually communicate ideas in their own art works.
Additionally, students will learn about the First Amendment to the Constitution.
Note:

The teacher may want to explore the compositional elements present in Norman Rockwell’s Freedom of Speech painting that are examined in the integration activity.

The teacher may want to provide students with copies of the Bill of Rights or have them displayed in the classroom.
Students will need to select one of their Rights to illustrate using symbolism for the unit assignment: an art work set in a current environment illustrating one of their civil rights.
Art supplies to work on the unit’s project: paper, pencils, art medium
