	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	1. Teacher will demonstrate how to access and use Notetaker.
2. A link to Notetaker will be added to the school’s website for students easy access to the interactive. This will also allow them to access the interactive at home and at school for other classroom use.
3. Students will be assigned different passages from their textbooks or other resources to summarize.
4. Students will use Notetaker to outline, summarize and paraphrase the passage.
5. Students will print their final summary and outline.
6. The activity should take one class period.  

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (Creativity and Innovation, Critical Thinking and Problem Solving, Communication and Collaboration).
It helps promote critical thinking by causing them to summarize unfamiliar information. It promotes collaboration because they will be working in pairs to come up with their summary. It also promotes information literacy as it addresses the issue of plagiarism.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information or reinforce concepts in core content areas. This activity is part of collaborative lesson between librarian and social studies teacher. Students will be using core content material to summarize.

	Students will be given various reading passages that fit their reading level and interest. For those students that do not finish, they can save a copy of their outline from the Preview page into Word and finish working on it at another time.

	I will hear students discussing within their groups: What is the main idea? What are supporting ideas? How can we say that in our own words?
