Once these “beliefs” are agreed upon, students will begin to review the interactive OPEC flow data to determine where OPEC oil is produced and exported to.

Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	“OPEC Flows of Crude and Refined Oil, 2007” is an interactive site which students will analyze oil “flow” data by OPEC region and member states and complete the data flow chart.  Students will then complete a teacher-developed table and questions (provided at end of Integration Plan)(data to be completed simultaneously).  Once the data portion of the sheet is completed, students will be placed in cooperative groups to discuss the flow data and questions.  Finally, a discussion/presentation of findings will take place.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.  Computer literacy, communication and collaboration skills will be enhanced.  Also, critical thinking skills will be heighted as students evaluate, analyze, and discuss data and answers to potential controversial issues and problems. 
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.  This activity will expose a long held myth that the United States is dependent on the Middle East for it’s crude oil.  Students will discover most of Middle East crude oil flows to Asia (primarily Japan) with the remainder divided between Europe, the United States and the remaining developed economies.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	All students will be able to effectively log on and follow the data flow.  However, based on the level of need and modification, the questions will either be modified for those reading below grade level, to eliminate for those with more severe disabilities.  For accelerated students, the entire lesson will be modified with higher level, critical thinking questions identified.  For these learners, they will work independently in the library, complete the activity, and summarize their findings orally the following class.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will be monitoring students’ completion of the data chart for accuracy as well as the development of answers for each question.  Next, I will monitor student group discussions during the cooperative group part of the lesson.  Finally, the questions will be rewritten for the end of chapter assessment.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  During a trial run, the link did not work.  I had to complete the following:  go to www.opec.org, then click on the “History” tab, then the “About Us” tab, then the “Members” tab (left side), then finally the “Interactive Map” tab.  
Considerations:  The interactive activity gives students the opportunity to analyze data and draw conclusion of this most current event topic.  Hopefully, students will understand how OPEC oil flow from member countries influences not only the price of crude oil but also gasoline prices.  Also, students will be able to make a connection between political and/or social conflict in OPEC member states with the rise of gasoline at the pump.
NOTE: This activity works best in a block schedule (90 minute class).  However, in a more traditional schedule, it can be completed in two (2), 45-minute class periods (data portion of the worksheet, then, the questions/discussion)


Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	Describe how this learning activity fits within a lesson or unit plan to meet objectives that will be assessed.

	This activity, and its accompanying supplemental reading, is part of an overall unit on the Middle East.  It focuses on the religious differences between Muslim and Jew, the political conflicts in the Middle East since World War II and culminates with the discussion of oil as a component of global economics and as a non-sustainable natural resource.  This lesson is one of a few lesson during the school year in which adequate time and content is devoted to the understanding of the stated economic benchmarks.
