	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Students will work in pairs.  Each pair will access the learning object, choose an owl, and read/listen to the content, paying special attention to the embedded images and sounds that will be used later.  

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Students will be given the opportunity to work in collaborative pairs while reinforcing web research skills when accessing this source.



	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Information acquired on owls (habitat, calls, etc.) coordinates with the 4/5 classes’ current science emphasis on birds of prey.

     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Since a number of our students are not fully web/tech literate, working in pairs will help deficient students follow the step-by-step instructions and access the necessary sources.  Adults in the classroom will also roam the lab to assist those who need it.  Teamwork when using this resource will also encourage students to communicate in tech “lingo,” reinforcing terminology.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Since this resource is simply a stepping-stone to the actual information fluency skills lesson, I do not expect much in the way of success indicators simply from the use of this resource.  However, students’ grasp of web navigation (i.e., typing a URL in the address bar, searching through lists of owl breeds to find a page w/requisite media content, etc.) and ability to work collaboratively to make a decision/choice will be evident before moving on to the rest of the lesson.

	Considerations:  
Not all of the owl entries on owlpages.com have sound clips or complete habitat info, so students will need to be directed to find an owl entry that has a specific type/level of content.  Make sure Windows Media Player is set up to automatically load and play embedded clip.  


Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	Describe how this learning activity fits within a lesson or unit plan to meet objectives that will be assessed.

NOTE: Information about additional learning activities or materials that will be used to complement this learning activity may be included.

	This learning object will be used as a useful, timely, and curriculum-related web resource during a lesson that will teach 4/5 classes basic PowerPoint skills.  Students will be directed to this “owls” page, instructed to select a breed/page that includes both audio and image clips.  In pairs, students will create a basic, 3-slide PowerPoint presentation that includes:  title, owl image, author (slide 1), embedded link to audio clip, basic owl info, inc. habitat, size, etc. (slide 2), and another picture and a citation for the web resource (slide 3).  At the end of the class, students will share their presentations with each other (via instructor’s flash drive, on which all presentations will be saved and from which they will be shown on computer lab’s projector/screen combo).  Final project assessment will include an evaluation of the groups’ PowerPoint presentations:  ability to add text and image content to a slide, ability to embed audio links, and knowledge of proper web citation format.
