Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	This will be a culminating lesson. I will model how to access the interactive Internet Quest: Penguins by using the projector. There are about 7 questions they have to answer with their inventive spelling which they are very comfortable using.  When they have completed the 7 questions they can print those pages. They have now gathered  information on penguins!

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Yes, the students will be able to communicate their new knowledge in their journal in the next rotation of “Work on Writing”. They will use their creativity by drawing a picture to illustrate their writing. During their time on the computer they will be collaborating with the parent helpers. They are also learning how to gather information from the computer.

Yes, this activity is part of science curriculum and the Internet Quest: Penguins was updated on 2-1-06. This activity is a new and fun way to do research.

	I will differentiate this activity by my students writing skills. Almost all are comfortable with inventive spelling. The parent helpers may assist those students with beginning level skills to write one fact on each text box. The others will write two sentences about the penguins.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I expect to see the students excited about writing about what they just learned. It will be quiet at computers because they will be so engrossed in what they are reading and viewing. At times, I hope to hear exclamations of excitement from what they are viewing. I would hear things such as Oh cool penguins are shaped like torpedo or ohhhh look how long the dads have to stop eating and take care of the eggs.
