I will need enough computers for each group of three to have one.  This will be done through the computer lab or laptop cart.

If computers are not available, I will need to print and make copies of the graphic organizer (learning object).  


Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	1. I will have the learning object (also referred to as “graphic organizer”) ready to go on each group’s computer before beginning.

2. I will go through the goal of using the learning object and explain my expectations.  (See below)

3. Each group is expected to read the persuasive essay. (They will all be using the same essay.)

4. One person in each group will summarize the essay.

5. Another person in the group will fill the topic in on the graphic organizer.

6. The last student will fill in the main points/arguments in the essay.

7. The first student will fill in one set of details, the second student the next, and the third student the last.

8. Finally, the first student will fill in the concluding statement.  

9. Groups will be expected to review their work to make sure that they filled it in accurately prior to the lesson continuing. 

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.
Students will develop their collaborative skills while they are working within their groups to read and analyze the finished essay.  

Students will also develop critical thinking skills when analyzing the persuasive essay and determining where information belongs on the graphic organizer. 

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.

Students will develop their writing skills.  The will be expected to use proper grammar (CUPS) and their background knowledge of writing and planning for this learning object. I will also expect students to step up and work to learn new things while they are working, such as expanding their vocabulary or using varying sentence types and structures.       


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	When grouping students, I will be sure to group them heterogeneously.  This will help support the lower achieving students and encourage them to work hard.  This will also help the higher students because they will practice teaching the object- giving them an even better understanding.  I will also be sure to pair up any ELL students with bilingual students so that they can support each other.




	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I will expect my students to be engaged in the activity.  I will hear them discussing the activity and how to use the learning object effectively.  To assure me that they are learning something from the object they will have an in-depth, clear discussion on their discoveries while using the learning object.

	This will be a part of a unit on writing persuasive essays.  This unit will last a couple of weeks as students learn about the components of a persuasive essay and go through the writing process to create their own.  I will assess students throughout the lesson as I gauge where they are in writer’s workshop (and determine that they are making progress), checking their writing as they go through each step in the writing process and conferencing.  They will receive the largest part of their grade from the final draft of their essay.
