	Notes: I will post a model of a completed persuasion map on my English 9 EBoard based on a different short story previously read by the class.   I can also add a link to this sample map on the last page of the persuasive essay lesson in A+.


Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will use the Persuasion Map to select and organize details from a short story to support a position in a persuasive essay.  The activity involves several steps: 
1 They will complete the first section of the Persuasion Map by writing a thesis statement that includes a position on the innocence or guilt of one literary character related to the death of another character.  To help the students remain focused on the process, I will limit the choices to self-defense or murder. ** 
2 They will review the story and select three events from the text to support the position they have chosen.  They should add these events to the three boxes on the next page of the map.
3 They will select 2-3 reasons, facts, or details associated with each event to support the position of self-defense or murder. They will select one event at a time and add supporting details for that event to the next page of the interactive map.

4 They should view the completed map and continue to make revisions to improve organization of supporting details. If they did not select a title to start, this section should complete now. When satisfied, they should print a copy.  
**You could choose many stories and characters for this learning activity. My selection is listed in part 5.  

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills. 
This activity promotes the development of written communication skills as identified within the English core curriculum.  Students will practice a process used in many occupations.  They will defend a position by reviewing written material and using selected points to persuade an audience to one point-of-view by controlling one main idea.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.
This activity supports the Colorado Reading/Writing Standard and related grade level expectation to create informational and persuasive texts. 


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Students who need more help will be able to use email, instant messenger or telephone conversation to have individual support as they work.  Those with limited reading skills can hear an audio version of the literary work to more easily access ideas and details to use in the persuasive essay map.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	During the activity, I will watch and listen for questions about the selection of details to support a position.   More advanced students may pose questions about the order in which to present the evidence.   
After students have completed the interactive Persuasion Map, they will post a reflection about their thinking as they completed the map.  This will be on a moderated discussion board so I can see everyone’s comments but they will not be shared with other students.  I will use this feedback to coach individual students as they use this map to develop their essay.

	This activity will be part of a unit on reading and writing for specific purposes.  Prior to this learning activity, students will have completed lessons from the A+ curriculum on Reading Strategies and Story Details & Sequence.  They will have applied this knowledge to read and understand the short story “The Most Dangerous Game”.  Next, they will complete a Story Map worksheet to clarify the significant details, sequence of events, and character conflicts.  Finally, they will be given a specific purpose for writing through an A+ lesson on the persuasive essay.  The Persuasion Map will be included at the end of this lesson.  Using the short story “The Most Dangerous Game” students will select evidence for either General Zaroff or Rainsford as the defendant. Following completion of the Persuasion map and the reflection activity, each student will write a persuasive essay based on this Persuasion Map.
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
