	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	  The student will be asked to get on the computer and log onto the picture match interactive website. They will start learning  vowels on the interactive web site. This lesson is to help the student(s) to feel successful in their reading. The lesson is being incorporated to assist a low reader in the class. Also the lesson can be used to help individual students that are low readers that need to improve on their reading.

· Student will log onto the computer

· There are three areas that they can look at

· The student can chose the one that they would like to do

· Students need to try and do different a different area each time they log on

· Because of time restraint and others needed the computer the student should only do an activity for 10-15 minutes. 

· Students can use a buddy from the class if the teacher is busy with other students

	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	  I will have headphones to help the student to hear what is being said on the website. I will read a story at his level and explain what vowels are and how to use sounds to locate them. Sit next to the student and walk them through the game to help motivate their learning. While other students are busy the student will access the computer with me sitting next to him. I will explain how the website works on one to one, and have them do a trial run with me. After this they will be able to go on the website on their own and learn their vowels.

	 Excitement about the website. Seeing them feel better about themselves that they have learned to read, and are accomplishing this goal.

	Considerations:   Not focus on the student in front of everyone. But when the other students are busy showing the student the website and explaining why I am doing this. I did this with the student that I am working with and he commented that he really like the website. He commented that he wanted to do it again, plus it brought a smile to his face.
