Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Before students use the interactive, Picture Match, I will demonstrate how to access the site and what they will do with the 
Interactive.  Students will work individually for 15 minutes on student computers that are connected to the internet.  Students will be shown a picture and the name of the picture will be told to students.  The students will then need to determine with which letter the word begins.  Students will then need to click on the correct box with the appropriate letter.  After students have completed the ten problems, they will be allowed to print out their work.

Students complete two centers each day.  After fifteen minutes, students will hear a timer go off.  Students will check the chart to determine which center they will complete next.  Students should know their assignment.  The chart is for reference only.

	This learning activity will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in reading.  Initial sound sorting is helpful in word recognition skills.  Students will also be demonstrating their understanding of phonics skills.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Students will be allowed to play this activity after they have shown proficiency in initial sounds.  I believe this activity is a differentiation strategy in and of itself.  All students that have shown proficiency in initial sounds should be able to complete this activity with minimal help.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	Students will be able to print their work for me to see, and I will be able to see their accuracy.  I hope to see all fifteen pictures next to the correct initial letter sound.  I expect to see students focused on their work and not on someone else’s computer.  I expect to hear quiet voices and see students taking care of the computer, headphones, and keyboard.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  
After completing the learning object myself, I realize that the students will also need to know how to type their name using the keyboard.  I will make sure the students know how to type his or her name or initials using the keyboard.

Students will also need to know how to print their work and do the exercise again using different letters.

I may need to have a parent volunteer in the classroom during this activity.  This will take place during my literacy centers.  I will have a group of four students for guided reading, four students on the computer, and eight students at individual centers.  A parent volunteer would insure that all centers ran smoothly while I conduct guided reading.
