Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will have been introduced to free verse poetry by reading both exemplary and poor quality selections, and they will have composed their own original work (individually or with a partner). As a whole group, the class will practice using the Learning Object guided by me and using one exemplary and one poor quality selection of free verse poetry. Since students have had a great deal of experience using rubrics, the whole group activity is expected to take between 20 and 30 minutes. Each student with a partner will edit and assess their original poetry to reflect excellent rubric scores using the Learning Object. 

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.
The learning object, a rubric, will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills by causing students look critically at their original poems as wholes and in parts, analyzing specific qualities. The process of using this rubric will cause students to interpret and draw conclusions about their own poetry and to reflect upon their creative process.


	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate and up-to-date information in core subject areas.

Students will read, write and evaluate several different types of poetry.


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	· The Learning Object – a rubric – will have been read aloud during whole group instruction, providing scaffolding for students with reading difficulties and language learners. Non-verbal cues will be added to the rubric in support of these students as well.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity? 

	It should be apparent to an observer that students are testing their poetry against the Learning Object. I expect the observer will hear students read their work aloud as they test each word’s necessity, determine whether each sense is represented. That observer will see partners discuss, edit their poetry and defend their rubric scores.

	Students are required to read, write and explore several types of poetry in this unit. They will receive the Learning Object as well as a rubric for the final project they will produce – a poetry book (or a class poetry wiki or other online resource), as well as rubrics for each type of poetry they will read and produce. Finally, using the Learning Object as a guide, students in cooperative groups will create rubrics for evaluating other forms of poetry assigned.  These will be studied by the class as a whole to determine the ultimate items included in final rubrics.
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
