	Students will have previously completed a retelling graphic organizer with a partner.  They will be asked to take the information from the pair’s graphic organizer and create a story page for each part of the retell.  Students will be required to create a complete sentence or sentences for each part of the graphic organizer and type this sentence into the tool.

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills.

Creativity and Innovation:  Students have the choice of how each page will be formatted.  Illustrations will be manually created after printing.

Communication and Collaboration: Students will be working with a partner to form complete sentences as well as making formatting decisions.

This activity will support students’ acquisition of core subject areas by allowing students to creatively share the retell and at the same time ensure that they have all appropriate components of the retell.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Remediation:  The number of retelling components can be reduced (only beginning, middle, and end). Story that is being retold can be read to the children instead of pairs reading it themselves.  Typing done by another student or adult.

Acceleration:  More than one sentence required per page. 


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students that will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	There should be discussions about what part of the retell goes on each page, the sequence of the retell, and why each format is chosen for the page layout.
