Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

Students will use the interactive flip book website to create an outline to follow while writing a fiction summary.

Prior Knowledge – Students will need instruction on how to use the summary format; somebody, wanted, but, so, then.

Prior Instruction – Students will select and read a short picture book. 

Students will work independently using the interactive student website to create a flip book that will help them organize information from the text into the above mentioned summary format.  They will then use the flip book to write a fiction summary.

1) Label each of five pages with one category from the summary format; somebody, wanted, but, so, then.

2) Select the black and white printer option.

3) Type text information to answer each category section on each page.

4) Click on the print button.

This learning activity will integrate learning and technology skills, from the 21st Century Leaning Framework, to create a summary.

This learning activity lends itself to reading and writing skills in the core subject areas by allowing students to read and respond to their reading with the written word. 

B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

Differentiation may involve the teacher helping the students to read the text, locate relevant information in the text, spell words, or interacting with the computer to access or complete the learning activity.  Students who do not complete the flip book (summary outline) will print the information they have submitted and complete the activity later using a pencil in the classroom or at home.

Students are always excited to use technology.  I will expect students to be eagerly willing to complete another fiction summary outline using this interactive website as a resource.

Limited computer time will require the students to read and be familiar with the text before we enter the lab.

The students will need to see the activity modeled before completing the activity independently.

I expect the activity to last approximately 30 minutes.

This interactive website will enhance the summary writing curriculum I currently have in place.  Students will have experience with summary writing prior to using this learning activity.  They will be familiar with the outline they are using, within the flip book,  to prepare for writing a summary.  Students will know and understand the summary format; somebody, wanted, but, so, then.  Students will be encouraged to pick an appropriately leveled book and read the text before they create the flip book in the computer lab.  The completed flip book will be used to complete a written summary of the fiction text.
