Students will be given a set of guided questions and will pick three to answer.  Depending on the level of the student, I may give them certain questions.
· What events in American History does Abraham Lincoln refer to in the Gettysburg address?

· Why was Abraham Lincoln asked to speak at Gettysburg, PA?
· Read the Gettysburg address again, but this time read it from the perspective of either a slave living in a border state, a Confederate soldier, or the wife of a Union soldier.

· What phrases or words does Abraham Lincoln repeat?  Why do you think he did that?

· What is the most memorable speech you have heard?  Where did you hear it?  How does it compare to the Gettysburg Address?


Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1.  Read the transcript and listen to the speech in English or Spanish.
2. Explore the handwritten version, paying special attention to the highlighted portions.

3. Respond to three of the guided questions in your notebook.

4. Students will be given 25 minutes for exploration and 25 minutes for journaling.  This time can be adjusted if necessary.
5. After answering the questions, write a short summary of the Gettysburg Address.  

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

     Many times in history we talk about events or things from the past but to actually see the document itself will have a tremendous impact.

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

      In history we talk about primary and secondary resources a lot.  This is a great example for them to see.  Having the students journal and summarize also supports the language arts department.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	This activity will be differentiated by allowing the auditory learners to listen to the speech, the ELL students to listen to the speech in Spanish and the Special Education students to have the speech read to them or just read parts of the speech.  Some students will answer all of the questions, others only two or three, depending on their level.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	When implemented I hope to see the students engaged in reading and/or listening to the speech.  I am sure many of them will have questions about the meaning of some words and phrases, and will discuss it with myself or fellow students.  Students may also use an online dictionary to define words or ask an elbow partner for assistance.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

Depending on the day, the computers can be slow with this many students working on it.  Remind the students to be very patient when they are enlarging the text.  I can see that this activity will go quickly for some, and others may need more time.  Teacher needs to be prepared for this.  I would plan it when computer labs are not all being used at the same time.
