Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	Students will work alone to complete the online exploration of tissue and tissue repair. Students will work through each category: “Play,” “Look,” “Meet,” “Visit,” and “Explore.” Students will take a quiz at the end of each category.  They will be prompted to try again if they do not receive 100% on the quiz.  Students will continue to take the quiz until they receive 100%. Students who finish early will be allowed to explore cardiac tissue at http://www.pbs.org/wgbh/nova/eheart/manmade.html ,while they are waiting for their classmates to finish the learning activity.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Students will obtain, interpret and understand basic health information about tissues of the human body.  This activity will improve students’ knowledge of how tissues of the body become infected. In addition, it will help the students understand how to maintain good health.  This activity will also provide career exploration in the field of histology and microbiology. 

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Students will be engaged in an activity designed to strengthen their skills in the core content area of Science and Health. 


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	I will differentiate this exercise by sitting students who are proficient with computers next to students who struggle. Students will be able take the quiz as many times as needed.  An extra exploration is provided for students who finish early. 


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	As the students are using the computers, I will circulate around the classroom, observing student progress. I expect to see students who struggle with the reading and the instructions. I will expect to see students who choose the wrong super healer during the tissue repair section.   I will listen for comments the students make about different modes of infections. I will listen for misconceptions about bacterial and viral infections of various body tissues.  I will make sure that any misconceptions are addressed.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

I had difficulty beginning  the activity on the “Tissues of Life” website.  I finally clicked on the image and enlarged it which started the process.  I specifically wrote this step into the instruction, so the students would not waste time trying to figure how to get started. This activity took me about 20 minutes to complete all of the categories.  The different career videos take a few minutes to load.  The time required for the students to complete this activity is about 35 –40 minutes. This time includes the initial logging on to the computer and my WebPage. 




Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	This opening motivational activity will lead into my lesson on the different types of tissues in the body, where they are located, and their structure and functions.  The glossary section is a good beginning for vocabulary.  After the computer activity, I will give a simple quiz using the Clickers.  This will give me an understanding of the students’ knowledge of tissue locations and tissue repair.
