	Notes: Hardware: computer lab stations spread out in the lab. Speakers (instead of headphones) at each group station.
Supplemental Material: Each group will need to complete the discussion questions handout and report back to the class on what they learned from the video. 
The handout will include information on the group roles which are:
· Group Leader (Responsible for leading the discussion and keeping the group on track.) 

· Recorder (Responsible for writing down the answers to each question after the group has come to consensus on their answer.) 

· Reporter (Responsible for telling the class what your group felt was the best answer for each question.)

· Other members (Other members are also responsible for contributing to the group discussions as are all members.)  
The handout will also have the following discussion questions to be answered by the group:

1. How did the video make you feel?

2. What were some of the things that Teresa did “right” 

3. What were some of the ways the “tracker” found information on Teresa?

4. Give some specific ideas on how Teresa could have stayed safer online.

5. What was the most important thing you learned from watching this video?




Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1. Prior to the activity, I will explain the group roles, directions and handout for this activity. Students will then be divided into their groups.  

2. Student groups will watch the online video “Tracking Teresa”. Each group will discuss the video using the questions on the handout.

3. Each group will have a recorder write down the group’s answers for each question once they have come to a consensus.  

4. Each group will then have one group member report back to the whole class what they learned from the video using their answers from the handout.
* This activity should take one class period.  Students will have 30 minutes to watch the video, discuss it in their groups, and complete the handout. We will then use 15 minutes to hear group reports and have a short class discussion.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Yes. Students will use critical thinking as they reflect on current technological issues.  They will be working collaboratively in their groups to discuss, analyze and draw conclusions from the video.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.  
Students should be using technology in most if not all of their core subject areas.  In many cases, this will include sites where they may be putting “private identity information”.  They need to be aware of the safety-related issues as they face these situations.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Groups will be formed carefully to create a learning situation which will benefit all students.  Students who may struggle with academic or communication skills will be placed in groups with students who can work with and encourage struggling learners. There will only be one handout per group.  All students in the group should be given a role (leader, recorder, and reporter).  Students will choose the role they feel most comfortable with.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	 As the students are working, I will walk around the room and listen to the conversations taking place to see if they understand the seriousness of the situation in the video.  After all groups have completed the discussion worksheet, I will listen to their responses as each group reports back to the class. I will also access the discussion handout after they have been collected from each group.   Finally I will see if it influences their work on the upcoming activities relating to this topic.


Part 5 – Do a complete trial run of the learning activity you described in step 4A.  

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

When I did my trial run, I found that the student would probably need to adjust the “zoom level” of their browser so that all members of the group could see the screen.  My computers have headphones attached, so I will need to put speakers instead of the headphones at the group stations.   I also found that I wanted to PAUSE the video at times to focus on what I saw. Students should be encouraged to do this.  They should also feel free to replay the video if they feel they either missed, or didn’t understand how Teresa was tracked.

	In my Internet Safety program, there are several activities on communicating safely online. This activity will come prior to the activity on “Savvy Online Talk and Messaging”. I believe this activity will make the other lessons more relative to the students. By showing the students this video, they can see and discuss how people can be traced even when they think they are being careful with their communications.
I think it would be helpful for parent to see this video also.  I will send the web link home to parents following the activity.  I would also like to show this to parents at “Back to School Night” using the computer/ video display in my classroom.
