	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	This Power Point teaches a lesson I have taught for four years. However, this presentation is far more engaging than mine.  Copies of the PP will be downloaded to their flash drives in the “Research” folder I will have them create. They will learn types of resources available on the Internet and how to use them more efficiently using Boolean limiters, etc.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how. This is part one of a four-part unit in which students will learn about the Internet and then use what they have learned to write an ML A research paper. This is the first activity in lesson in Part One: Internet exploration and vetting sources. It will demand critical thinking and problem solving. This learning object teaches types of sources and how to effectively conduct searches.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how. This learning activity provides excellent, timely material for this type of instruction. It is part of the Information Literacy unit I teach each year. It covers all material and does so in an engaging manner. This activity provides groundwork for the state Research and Reasoning standard.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	Most of my students are proficient in reading, but not in computer use. I will determine who has taken a computer course and who has more experience with the academic content on the internet before I determine my “Helping Hands” groups.

	My indicators will be the worksheet and class discussion during and following the activity
