	Students will be asked to follow along the PowerPoint presented in the Wading Through the Web lesson and take guided notes.  They should consider how vast the World Wide Web is when searching for information.

	All students will watch the same PowerPoint presentation and will be asked to fill out the guided note-taking sheet.  With the help of the classroom teacher, I will revise the sheet as needed for some students.  Both the classroom teacher and I are available for help.

	Students should be good listeners and note takers as I give the PowerPoint presentation.  I should see them writing as they follow along with the presentation.  Students are encouraged to ask questions for clarification as needed. I will collect the note-taking sheets at the end of the presentation and check for student understanding.
