	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	The students will be using critical thinking skills to evaluate the websites in the learning object.  As a class, we will use the sites offered in the learning object and discuss our discoveries together.  We will not be printing the pop-up form.  This activity is going to be used to scaffold/demonstrate the skills before the students use the skills independently.

Yes, they will be doing activities that directing correspond with 21st Century Skills in evaluating the websites.

	The activity is done in a whole class setting and I will use several delivery methods to help students understand the lesson.  The extension activity will be done in pairs so they can support each other.  I can also suggest different websites to the pairs based on ability so they all will have success.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	As we look at the learning object websites the class will be sharing their observations about the websites based on the evaluation criteria I provided. The websites violate the criteria for a reliable source in a fairly obvious way so all can succeed.  The comments of the students will let me know if they are understanding the process and using critical thinking skills to accomplish the tasks. I should hear them comment on how out of date the sites are, etc.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

Since this is a class discussion I can only estimate that it will require 20 minutes. I must be mindful of the pacing to keep progressing so that the students have enough time to complete/begin the paired evaluation project. If they do not have time to complete the paired activity, they could complete it individually as homework or in the learning lab. I am anticipating one 45-minute class period for the entire lesson.

	This activity will close the direct instruction and demonstrate the skills the students will use to complete the rest of the lesson. To complete the lesson, they will evaluate websites that I provide.  The assessment is the completion of the evaluation form on the websites I provided.  These skills will help them use critical thinking and evaluation of resources in future research, especially in the cumulative research project in 8th grade where they are expected to independently evaluate at least five sources.
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
