Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the learning object(s)? 

	Students will conduct an online search for an inventor or an invention. When they locate a site they want to use, they will proceed  to the URL for this learning object.  (Students will be using both websites).  The learning object asks the student several questions to help them determine the reliability of the website.  The student will go back and forth between their research website and this tool. (They will use the minimizing button at the top of the screen).

	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (Creativity and Innovation, Critical Thinking and Problem Solving, Communication and Collaboration). This activity will help students with their critical thinking skills. Anytime students go to the web for information, they need to be able to determine if the information they are finding is accurate. This is a skill that takes a lot of practice, but is invaluable. 


	Explain how the learning activity you’ve described will support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information or reinforce concepts in core content areas. This learning activity will help students learn how to conduct more effective research. Learning to do effective research is a major part of developing Information literacy skills. This supports the Reading and Writing standard and the 21st Century Skills. The actual research will assist students in learning about their invention/inventor for the Science standard. 
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	I will have a list of links available for students who have difficulty finding information about their topic. 

 For students who will have a hard time completing this assignment, such as Special Education students and some ELL students, I will let them know they should complete 2 of the website evaluations instead of 3.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	As I observe students working on this activity, I will be listening for students saying things about what they are finding, like a website hasn’t been updated recently OR the links on the webpage don’t work OR what qualifies this person to be an authority on this subject? I will also interact with them by asking if the website seems like it was written for this audience (middle school). If not, will it be a good website to use for this research project?

I will also observe the website choices the students ultimately make to determine if this object truly helped them evaluate the websites they were exploring.

	This activity is a very important part of preparing students for a research project.
