Clipboards and pencils are necessary.
I will create a page that I will copy and distribute to each student.  They will have to list the everyday situations they find on the EPA activity that cause pollution in the environment.
Bonus Question:  Can you think of any other situation at home that can cause pollution?


Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	1. Students will go to their assigned computers in the computer lab and login following posted procedures.
2. I will instruct students go to my classroom webpage (also being modeled on the smartboard by me).  From there they will click on the link to access the EPA website and learning object.
3. I will start by handing out the teacher-created worksheet to each student along with clipboards. 
4.  I will explain how we will proceed with the activity.  (I will be leading the learning object activity on the smartboard due to the reading being a bit above their levels.)  The class will vote on which situation that they think will cause some type of pollution.  We will all click on the same link.  I will read the information as they follow along at their computers.  Students may read aloud with me if they are able.  
5. Each time the class finds a pollution-causing situation, they will record it on their sheet.  When finished, the students are to attempt the bonus question individually:  What other situation at home can cause pollution?  

6. Students will be given 40 minutes to complete the activity and page.  That is our allotted computer lab time.  
7. If time allows, students may explore the EPA website further.  There are several games and links for kids.

	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Yes-This activity supports critical thinking skills.  Students will have to use discrimination to find the situations that cause pollution and then think about what they currently do at home that may inadvertently cause pollution.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Yes-The learning object shows what people do to pollute our environment that will ultimately affect all living things and our future living on Earth.

     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	For those students that have trouble working independently at grade level, (about 3 of my students), I will pair them up with another student (sitting at computers next to each other) that I know will be good for them to work with-cooperative, encouraging, etc.  The student helpers will also help to ensure students are at the right place within the learning object. 
Students working below grade level will be asked to give one example for the bonus question. 

Students working at grade level will be encouraged to give two examples for the bonus question.

Students working above grade level will be encouraged to give three examples for the bonus question.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	As I look around the computer lab, I expect to see all students interacting with the learning object at the EPA website.  Since this will be led whole group, I should see every student on the same page at the same time.  They should be recording answers on their sheet without my assistance.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations: When I did a trial run of this activity, it only took me about 13 minutes to complete.  I believe that when I take the students into the lab it will take about 5 minutes to get everyone logged in, find my home page, and click on the hyperlink for the learning object.  After that the writing will take the longest.  Since the worksheet is asking for a list and then one bonus question, it shouldn’t take more than 20 minutes for them to complete.  I feel confident that all students will get finished in 40 minutes, with most students having some time to explore the EPA website further on their own.  

I don’t think any prerequisite skills are needed.  The students are proficient at logging in and finding my webpage.
