I may need to take some pictures of students if they cannot provide them with my digital camera and then I will need a printer to print them out.
I will need glue, four pictures from home and four copies of the autobiography pages. 


Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	I will model the lesson for the students using four pictures from a time in my life. I will go step by step so my students may follow my example.  Before the students begin gluing or writing I will have them pair up and put their pictures in order and verbally share about each picture.  I will expect 7Up sentences (7 words or more).  I will have the listening partner give me a thumb up or down to determine if their partner was able to produce clear, grammatically correct sentences (a sounds right sentence that makes sense).  If a students gives me a thumb down, a 5th grade buddy, a parent, or myself my need to help.  After each student has had the opportunity to verbally share with their partners, they will glue their pictures down (one picture on each page) and number them in the order they feel makes most sense.  The students will then move to their own desk so they can write at least one 7Up sentence or more.

The students will love using verbal and written communication to share about themselves that will promote the love for writing and producing a finished product/book about themselves that will be displayed and shared with others.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

Writing is a form of communication.  We must be able to effectively communicate our thoughts about a specific topic or in this case about pictures with a specific topic. 
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	For my students who need extra assistance in writing, I will encourage them to use the phonics phones so they can hear the sounds to make the word.  If this is still too difficult I will partner them up with a buddy and have them say the word slowly so the student can write the letters they hear.  For my students who are more advanced, they will be expected to write at least three or more sentences about their picture adding more details.


	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	I expect my students to be on task writing at least one 7UP sentence about each of their pictures.  I will see each student writing words down on their own autobiography book.  I will hear students sounding words out by themselves, with a phonics phone or with a buddy/parent.

	Reflect on the learning activity.

	Considerations:  

.  This activity will take two thirty minute sessions.  The students will work on their first two pictures the first session and then they will complete the sentences about the next two pictures the next session.  I will pair up students so the lesson and feedback will be more effective resulting in a successful project.  I will also have to show the students how much glue to use so their pictures don’t get ruined.


Part 6 – Consider the bigger picture

	I will have the students work on this project before we begin reading about the theme “Stories to Tell” from our core reading program.  This will help them understand that in stories we have characters, a setting, and what the character wanted.  By starting the lesson this way, the students will be able to pick out those features in the stories we will be reading.  They will truly understand what fiction and non-fiction means.  The end product will be a four page book about the pictures of themselves.  They will have their own mini-autobiography.  I will bind this book and laminate it so it can be kept for many years as a reminder of how special they are!
