Part 4 – Develop the student learning activity

	A.  Describe the learning activity.  What will students be asked to do with the Verizon Thinkfinity learning object(s)? 

	After learning what statistics (mode, mean, and average) are and how to describe the statistics in a research paper from the learning objects, students will pair up to conduct their own research on ACT statistics.  We will discuss the statistics they discover.  The introduction of statistics and writing about statistics, student research, and subsequent discussion should take most of an 80 minute class period.


	Will the learning activity support students’ development of 21st Century Learning and Innovation Skills (creativity and innovation, critical thinking and problem solving, communication and collaboration)?  If so, describe how.

Students must use critical thinking skills to infer what the statistics are saying about college entrance exams and trends in the scores.
     

	Will the learning activity support students’ acquisition of current, accurate, and up-to-date information in core subject areas?  If so, describe how.

I was specifically looking for an activity that I could use to teach my English 3 students about research, and writing about research, while at the same time supporting the math teachers by "using math across the curriculum".  The two related learning objects from the same web site meet all three of my objectives.
     


	B.  Describe how you will differentiate the activity to meet the diverse needs of your students. 

	The students will be paired up with one strong reader aiding a weaker reader.  Teacher aids (student technology group) will be available for one-on-one assistance.  The special education students will write a paragraph describing the statistics they discovered.  Other students will write a paragraph on the statistics and their inferences from the statistics.



	C. Effectiveness – What indicators will I expect to see / hear from students, which will inform me about the effectiveness of the learning activity?

	The descriptive paragraphs will indicate whether the students understand mean, mode and average, and whether they understand how to describe a statistic in a research paper.  I will use a "sticky note" test as they leave the room and have them define mean.  This will be a quick assessment of their grasp of simple statistics, but not an assessment on writing about statistics.

	Considerations:  
As usual, alternative plans should be available if the technology fails.  Also a certain comfort level with Internet research will be needed or the technology will get in the way of the lesson.  Before this lesson the students will have already done four days of guided Internet research for their own research papers, helping ameliorate this problem.

	After direct instruction on statistics and writing about them, using the learning objects, the students, working in pairs, will research statistics on ACT scores in 2006 and record the information. We will discuss the statistics as a class.  As homework they will write a paragraph incorporating the statistics they discovered and what they believe the statistics are indicating about students taking college entrance exams.
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
